	Submission process


Abstracts / papers submission is open to everyone and participation from varied organization is welcomed.
Proposals to present papers at the “The Second Gulf Metrology Forum” will undergo the below review process.  Selection will be made according to the paper content and its ability to address the topics and themes.  The forum organizers will aim to include papers from the broadest range of expertise and perspectives.

SELECTION OF ABSTRACTS

Anyone interested in presenting a paper at the “The Second Gulf Metrology Forum” must first submit an 800-1200 word abstract to the steering committee (sbalushi@goic.org.qa) not later than 30th of May 2017. All abstracts must be in English and must consist of text submitted in Microsoft Word (or compatible word processing software) format.  Microsoft PowerPoint and Abode PDF’s will not be accepted. 

Abstracts will be evaluated by the Forum Steering Committee and the review panel.  The authors will be notified by 30th of July 2017 of whether their abstracts have been selected. The authors whose abstracts have been selected will need to submit their complete paper no later than October 15, 2017. Only those authors whose abstract are approved may submit a full paper for review.
SELECTION OF FULL PAPERS
Full papers will be evaluated by the review panel.  The panel will select the final papers that best contribute to the theme and desired discussion at the forum based on the clarity and relevance of the argument.  Authors will be notified by 15th of November 2017 of whether their full paper has been selected for inclusion of in the “The Second Gulf Metrology Forum” scheduled for 4-6 December 2017.
Given the limited number of speaking opportunities at the conference, some of the full papers that are approved by the review panel may be included in the forum proceedings but not allotted for an oral presentation at the conference.
